Appendix B


The table below (table 1) refers to research expectations pertaining to the SCAMPI as intially formulated for the study reported in (Carrière et al., 2007). The difference between measure points are shown per set of three columns; expected changes between M1 and M2 are three blue columns, expected canges between M2 and M3 are three yellow columns and expected changes between M1 and M3 are three green cloumns. In the first column of each colored cluster, the expected results are shown by way of a symbol (see legend). The second column reveals the actual observed results and the p-values for the difference between the two measure points are shown in the third column. The purple colored rows refer to SCAMPI‘s support, control and maintenance questions. For example, in the first blue column, we see that the authors expected children to perceive emotional support to stay the same for parents between M1 and M2. In actual fact the authors observed a decrease in emotional support for parents (second blue column), though this was not significant with a p-value of 0.39 (third blue column). Significant p-values have been marked in bold numbers.
